Jesus asks us a stunning question this week: “How can Satan
cast out Satan?” To enter into this question opens up the often-
hidden dynamics of what Jesus has done and is constantly doing. If
we’re honest, our response to some degree is: “How else can we
cast him out? Satan is precisely how we cast out Satan!” But Jesus
wants us to see this finally does not work. Here’s what | mean.

Satanas names the demonic mechanism by which we render
wholeness through accusation. When we face a threat, we seek
something to protect us (e.g., more money, social status, security,
power, etc.). Rivals inevitably arise for these things and so do
tensions. Accusation presents itself. “I'll never be successful
unless | get ahead of that guy.” “She’s already trying to get
ahead of me.” “That group of immigrants is trying to take our
jobs.” And so on. The accusation grows into a fear-inducing
threat — things will break apart — no, they already are! Hurry!
We inflict violence on the victim and — as if by magic — peace
ensues. For a time. Soon fresh accusations are required to hold
new chaos at bay, until there is no community left at all. This is
essentially humankind’s sad history in a nutshell.

Jesus’ cross and resurrection unmasks this broken system of
“casting out Satan by Satan” and ushers in a new one he calls
“the Kingdom of God.” He reveals that the dynamic of accusation is
nothing compared to his power of divine mercy and love. The
cross (and not Satan) is the real power to tear down strongholds
of sin and cast out Satan. This is why he describes himself as the
“stronger man who ties up the strong man to plunder his
house.” This week let’s notice the ways we “cast out Satan by
Satan,” and then refuse to do it anymore. Because in the long

run, that divided house cannot stand.

Jesus nos hace una pregunta sorprendente esta semana:
“é¢Como puede Satanas expulsar a Satanas?” Entrar en esta
cuestion abre la dindmica a menudo oculta de lo que Jesus ha
hecho y estd haciendo constantemente. Si somos honestos,
nuestra respuesta hasta cierto punto es: “éDe qué otra manera
podemos expulsarlo? jSatanas es precisamente la forma en que
expulsamos a Satanas! Pero Jesus quiere que veamos que esto
finalmente no funciona. Esto es lo que quiero decir.

Satands nombra el mecanismo demoniaco mediante el cual brin-
damos plenitud a través de la acusacién. Cuando enfrentamos
una amenaza, buscamos algo que nos proteja (por ejemplo, mas
dinero, estatus social, seguridad, poder, etc.). Inevitablemente
surgen rivales y tensionespor estas cosas. Se presenta la
acusacion. "Nunca tendré éxito a menos que me adelante a ese
tipo". "Ella ya esta tratando de adelantarseme". "Ese grupo de
inmigrantes esta tratando de quitarnos nuestros trabajos".
Etcétera. La acusacidn se convierte en una amenaza que induce
miedo: las cosas se romperan, ino, ya lo estan! jApurarse! Infligimos
violencia a la victima y, como por arte de magia, sobreviene la
paz por un tiempo. Pronto se necesitaran nuevas acusaciones
para mantener a raya el nuevo caos, hasta que no quede
ninguna comunidad. Esta es, en esencia, |a triste historia de la
humanidad en pocas palabras.

La cruz y la resurreccion de JesUs desenmascaran este sistema
roto de “expulsar a Satands con Satanas” y marcan el comienzo
de uno nuevo que él llama “el Reino de Dios”. Revela que la
dinamica de la acusacién no es nada comparada con su poder de
misericordia y amor divinos. La cruz (y no Satanas) es el verdadero
poder para derribar las fortalezas del pecado y expulsar a
Satands. Por eso se describe a si mismo como el “hombre mas
fuerte que ata al hombre fuerte para saquear su casa”. Esta
semana observemos las formas en que “expulsamos a Satanas
por medio de Satanas” y luego nos negamos a hacerlo mas.
Porque a la larga, esa casa dividida no puede mantenerse en pie.
